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It is my understanding that not all churches 

take special note of ñmotherôs dayò because 

it is a secular holiday. It is true that Motherôs 

Day is not something which originates from 

the Holy Scriptures or even from longstanding traditions of 

the Church; however, Motherôs Day did actually get started 

at a church. How many of you know when and where 

ñmotherôs dayò actually began? It was in Grafton (West 

Virginia) where Motherôs Day was started back in 1907ð

that was 102 years ago; itôs the one thing Grafton has ever 

been famous for and those town folks are still proud of it. 

 

This idea of celebrating motherhood got its start with a 

special service at a Methodist church in Grafton and it was 

organized by a Methodist lady named Anna Jarvis to honor 

her mother, who had died a couple of years earlier on May 

9. By 1908 Anna Jarvis was advocating that all mothers be 

honored on the second Sunday in May and in 

1912 the Methodist Episcopal Church recog-

nized the day, raising it to the national agenda.  

Finally, on May 9, 1914, President Woodrow 

Wilson proclaimed the second Sunday in May 

as Motherôs Day. He established the day as a 

time for ñpublic expression of our love and rev-

erence for the mothers of our countryò. 

 

Is there any history indicating the celebration of 

Motherôs Day beyond the boundaries of our country?  You 

may be amazed to hear that the celebration of a ñmotherôs 

dayò originated some 250 years before Christ was born. 

The earliest history of Motherôs Day dates back to the an-

cient annual spring festival the Greeks dedicated to the 

mother goddesses. The Greeks used the occasion to honor 

Rhea, wife of Cronus and the mother of many deities of 

Greek mythology. Ancient Romans celebrated a spring 

festival called ñHilariaò dedicated to Cybele, a mother god-

dess. This feast lasted for three days and included parades 

and games. Early Christians adopted these celebrations and 

added them to the liturgical calendar to honor the Virgin 

Mother; they celebrated it on the fourth Sunday of Lent 

and Christianized it as Motherôs Day. 

 

In England, the celebration of Motherôs Day dates back to 

1600; it was called Mothering Sunday, and celebrated an-

nually on the fourth Sunday of Lent to honor mothers. Af-

ter a prayer service in the church honoring the Virgin 

Mother, children brought flowers and gifts to their own 

mothers and thanked them for mothering them. On that day 

in England the servants, apprentices and other employees 

staying away from their homes were encouraged by their 

employers to visit their mothers and honor them. 

Today Motherôs Day is celebrated in many countries in-

cluding UK, India, Denmark, Finland, Italy, Turkey, Aus-

tralia Mexico, Canada, China, Japan and Belgium. After 

reviewing the history of the celebration of Motherôs Day 

beginning from the ancient Greek civilization to our mod-

ern world, how important it is to celebrate it spiritually and 

locally in our church. The spirituality of motherhood is 

based on relationships. The relationship within the family 

shapes the hopes and dreams of motherhood.  Mothers 

have a great role to play shaping the familyôs relationship 

with God and neighbor. We hear countless sermons on 

family and read stacks of books on mothering but true 

motherhood is based on the shaping our children based on 

faith and what Christ teaches us through the Gospel. It is 

teaching ñthe sermon of the mountò to our family as a God-

willed lesson plan. The family can be the ultimate expres-

sion of worthiness of motherhood and it is the 

school of her authentic self, tested and purified 

in her relationship as a person before God. The 

faith and the relationship she has with God can 

totally influence her motherhood, it can refine 

and reform her motherhood. 

 

The family which she forms with her husband is 

a school of love and faithðlove based on faith 

is practiced and trained. Mothers and fathers are 

the teachers of the faith to their children. Often we should 

consider that our conversion is developed and progressed 

in our kitchens and living rooms.  Mothers and fathers 

should be more conscious about what is said before chil-

dren and what they should and shouldnôt hear through tele-

phone calls. How wonderful a family would be if conversa-

tions within the family were based on scripture, faith and 

morals, and what Christ and the Church teach. In our in-

volvements in building up the body of Christ mothers have 

a great role to assume, the role of a mother by imitating the 

Mother of Jesus. These involvements will enrich you with 

great spiritual experience and help to expand your totality 

of self into perfect motherhood.
