This past year the Social Justice and Outreach ministry has been
able to contribute to the welfare and basic needs of the some of
the most vulnerable people in our community as well as empow-
ering the parishioners of Immaculate Conception through educa-
tion in justice and outreach issues. None of this would have been®
possible without the time, talent and treasure of the generous peo-
ple of our parish. Wi th your h
the following:

= Twentyone volunteers from Immaculate Conception served
breakfast to 2,400 hungry people through our Branch IlI
Breakfast Club ministry. Branch Il is a serviceG#tholic
Charities providing breakfast and lunch, and also offers ser-
vices such as hygiene maintenance, employment resources
and access to social workers and nurses to people experienc-
ing homelessness.

= Thirty-four volunteers from Immaculate Conception brought
2,900 meals to the homebound elderly and disabled through
the Hot Meals for Shut ins/Meals on Wheels ministry.

Pastoral Ministry

Immaculate Conception was one the founding churches for
this nonprofit organization that operates out of Unity Hospital
in Fridley.

The seven members of Our Brothers Keeper ministry sewed
and donated:

Faith Formation and Adult Education

The Office of Faith Formation is the umbrella under which our
parish catechetical ministries fall. It includes:

Family Formation: Twentyfive families participated in our
program for kindergarten through grade 6 students. This pro-
gram recognizes parents as the primary educators of their
children regarding the Faith. The Church in turn helps and
supports the parentséo
once a month. Children meet with a catechist, while parents
meet with other parents. Parents are then given a packet of
lessons which they use to teach at home during the following
three weeks. The topics covered were the Mass, the Corporal
Works of Mercy, Mary, vocations, the Sacrament of the

Sick, the Ten Commandments, Eucharistic Adoration and
praying like Mary.

Junior High, 7" and 8" grades: Our Junior High students
got to experience a deeper understanding of Reconciliation
and the Mass. Every other week they got into the Bible
through theT 3 Bible Teen Timelinéd hey were also blessed
by special prayer times at the San Damiano Chapel.

Confirmation : Twenty-eight students completed Confirma-
tion preparation and were confirmed by Archbishop
Neinstedt in October at the Basilica of Saint Mary. An excit-
ing thing about the group is that many returned, along with a
few from the previous year, to help and mentor the new can-
didates. We had some great class sessions, but the highlight
for all was the overnight retreat at Camp Lockeslea. Surely

the Holy Spirit was in that place! .

First Reconciliation and First Communion: Families from
both the Family Formation program-®& and Immaculate
Conception School came together to celebrate these sacra-
ments. As parents helped their children learn (they were
given home lessons to do) they, too, reconnected with the
sacraments. At our breadaking event, our families were
drawn together in a fun way to cement the idea that Jesus is
the Bread of Life. Twentyhree childrerreceived Jesus for

the first time on the first Sunday after Easter at their very own
special Mass. It was truly beautiful!

Liturgy of the Word for Children: Every Sunday at the

10:00 am Mass (during the school year) children three years
old through third grade are invited to listen to the Gospel at
their level of understanding. Just before the greater commu-
nity hears the Sunday readings, our celebrant calls the chil-
dren forward, blessing them before they process out to their
own gathering space at the back of church. There they hear
the readings and a short homily, and pray together. The
younger group may also learn a song or do a craft. The
groups are lead by both adult and youth volunteers.

RCIA: At the Easter Vigil this year, Ricardo Ruiz was bap-
tized, received First Eucharist and was confirmed. His wife,
Erika, was also confirmed. Another great blessing occurred
in July when Ricardo and Erika celebrated the Sacrament of
Marriage. The faith of all on the RCIA team was built up by
witnessing this young couple discover the beauty of Jesus
and His Church.

Charismatic Prayer Group: The Charismatic Prayer Group,
while composed primarily of people from Immaculate Con-
ception, also welcomes people from other parishes. Parishion-
ers from St. Olaf and St. Charles Borromeo regularly attend
the weekly prayer meetings sponsored by the group. Those
meetings are held in Maranatha Hall on Tuesday evenings
beginning at 7:00 pm. The prayer meeting is the primary out-
reach of the group, and the Charisms (gifts of the Holy Spirit)
discussed in scripture are manifested at those meetings. Prayer
meetings typically include a period of praise and worship, a
talk presented by a member of the group, or by a guest

speaker.
